Objective: To perform senior level research and analysis of historical and current information, including projections to determine, report and recommend the allocation of DPS resources, including staffing, materials, equipment, curriculum and budget.  To provide technical direction and guidance to subordinates, peers and staff.

Essential Functions:

Initiates original research and analysis of historical data, current information and projections to determine, report and recommend the allocation of DPS resources, including staffing, materials, equipment, curriculum and budget.

2.
Provides technical direction and guidance to subordinates, peers and staff, as required or requested.  Researches, accesses, interprets, produces and manages educational data and information.

3.
Performs problem solving, as directed.  Completes, as directed, research on complex, political and controversial issues.

4.
Acts as liaison to designated DPS schools to collect information.  Develops and maintains effective and diplomatic oral and written communications with peers and staff in the receipt and delivery of information.

5.
Acts as liaison to designated metropolitan, state, national and international schools to receive or deliver information.  Acts to establish systems which ensure for the efficient and accurate receipt and delivery of information.

6.
Maintains both the integrity and confidentiality of all data, research and analysis, as directed.

7.
Performs other related duties, including special projects, as required or requested.
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Education/Experience: Bachelor’s Degree in quantitative analysis to include math, statistics and computer-based analysis.  Demonstrated knowledge and experience with computer-based spreadsheet, data base, word processing and statistical software to produce original analysis and recommendations. Seven (7) or more years of demonstrated experience performing dedicated research and analysis.

Licensure/Certification: None.

Performance: Demonstrated experience performing in compliance with established human resource and departmental policies regarding: attendance (absences, tardiness, sick leave and vacation use, and other scheduled or unscheduled absences); dress code; customer/member services; safety; security, disaster and other policies procedures and practices.  Demonstrated effective and diplomatic oral and written communication. 

Physical/Environmental Characteristics: Essential duties are routinely performed in a general office work environment and regularly require sitting at a work station/desk plus movement while completing paperwork or using computers, printers, calculators, copiers, fax machines and other business office machines and equipment.  Essential duties may involve: occasional kneeling, squatting, crouching, stooping, crawling, standing, bending, climbing (to stack, store or retrieve supplies or various office equipment), as directed.
