Physical/Environmental Characteristics: Essential duties are routinely performed in a swimming pool or gymnasium environment, an internal classroom environment, and/or within  the external perimeter of a school campus which includes playing fields.  Compliance to security and safety procedures,
including use of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), is required.
